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Year 3 Curriculum News – Autumn Term WILD WOOD

Mathematical Development 
We will have a busy term in numeracy. We will be developing skills involving the four main operations; addition, subtraction, multiplication and division and using these with number sequences, place value and money. We will also be collecting data to record data in tally and bar charts. Further into the term we shall begin to look at fractions and more advanced skills. Shape, space and measure will include units of measurement, more symmetry and time. We will also continue to develop numerical reasoning skills.
How can you help? – Practise the times tables with your pupils, as rapid recall of tables facts is an essential element for confidence in number work.
Language, Literacy & Communication
Extended write genres this term will include information texts, reports and creative writing and will be broadly topic based. We will be using the Read Write Inc spelling scheme, which will entail short daily activities to embed spelling patterns through repetition. We will be reading our class novel; The Hodgeheg and completing comprehension and writing activities linked to this. We will also be studying Shakespeare’s A Midsummer Night’s Dream.  Grammar will be covered trough the Literacy Framework guidelines.
How can you help? – Encourage your child to read regularly. This year the children will begin to choose and change their reading books independently and can bring their books home with homework on Thursdays. Please also ensure that your child has learnt the weekly spellings.

Welsh

This term, we will work on oracy, reading and writing through the topics of feelings, likes and dislikes and different hobbies and interests; learning new vocabulary, and reinforcing this through fun games and activities. We will also use incidental Welsh to reinforce language patterns through games and our Brawddeg yr Wythnos.

Modern Foreign Languages 
This term we will be learning Spanish; counting, colours, days of the week, topical vocabulary and simple greetings.  We will be relating all of our languages to one another, looking at similarities and differences and appreciating that they sound different but have the same meanings. 

Humanities, Expressive Arts, Science and technology 

Topic - Wild Wood
This topic has a forest skills and art focus and teaches the children about woodland areas, animals which live in these habitats and food chains. At the heart of this project the children will use descriptive language about wildlife and their habitats and develop writing skills through writing explanation and information texts.

In this project the children will learn:

· about habitats and characteristics of the local wildlife, and about the challenges facing them;

· how to use a range of sources to obtain information, including fieldwork and ICT;

· to use a range of artistic and technological skills and techniques to create art work on the theme of ‘Wild Wood’;

· to take account of the views of others and work collaboratively;

· to present information verbally and visually. 
· About rainforests and make comparisons with our local wood, Coed Y Bwl. 

I.C.T.

Year 3 will be developing skills from the Digital Competency Framework. This term the children will use the Hwb forum to improve their ability using Microsoft Office programmes such as Word and Powerpoint. We will also be using the J2E program when recording data.  We will begin to embed digital competence throughout the curriculum, using Scratch and iMovie. 
R.E.
As we are a Church in Wales Primary School, Religious Education is one of the subjects that will be taught discretely according to the Church in Wales Syllabus. During the Autumn term, we will be focusing on Christianity; looking at the creation story during the first half of the term and developing the children’s understanding of the Christmas story after half term. 
Health and Well Being 
This term Year 3 will have PE on a Thursday or Friday with Mr Nurton alternate weeks, the week the children don’t have Mr Nurton they will have myself working on team game skills. Therefore, please ensure that your children have their school P.E. kit everyday (this can be kept in school if required).  PE kit should consist of black or navy jogging bottoms / shorts, a white t-shirt and suitable outdoor shoes. 

The children will also be having regular PSHE sessions using the Jigsaw scheme of work. This term we will be working on the units ‘Being me in my World’and ‘Celebrating Differences’.
